COMMITTEE DISCUSSION

Following public testimony and presentations by administering agency staff, the committee discussed various possible recommendations for ways to improve the assigned tax credit programs.  Possible recommendations include (1) eliminating programs with limited impact; (2) reducing the value of the credit; (3) allowing contribution credits to be transferrable (perhaps with a transfer charge); (4) increased oversight; (5) moratorium on next tax credit programs; (6) sunsets on all programs; (7) caps on currently uncapped programs; (8) combining programs under one “social/contribution” program.  The committee agreed to authorize Chairman Hall to prepare an initial draft of the committee’s report for circulation to the committee before the end of the week.  Following an opportunity for comment, the committee will reconvene to finalize the report next week.
